Nancy Jenkins & Rebecca Jenkins all my household goods &

furniture, also all my cows & young cattle of the she kind, and all my close (clothes)

to be equally divided both in quanty (quantity) and quty (quality) between them as they

may think best after my decese - I also give all the remainder of my cattle & farming

utensils & tools of all kinds unto my five other children Uriah Jenkins & Isaac

Jenkins, & Hannah Adams, Elizabeth Adams and Sarah Pen, and I order the last five

children to pay out of the said goods and chattels unto my son John Jenkins four dollars,

also to payout of the same unto my daughter Mary Warren the sum of four dollars - I also

give unto my daughter Nancy Jenkins in the following manner, viz. four Cows &. calves

now in the care of William Pen to her use until my Daughter Sarry, Pen's children shall

arrive to lawful age, then my daughter Nancy to deliver the said cattle to the children- also the increase of the same, also one bed and bedding household furniture in the care of the

said Pen I give in the same manner to Nancy my daughter to be distributed as is above

Stated to my daughter Sarah Pen's children- In witness hereof, I hereunto set my hand and

seal this twenty fourth day of February in the year of our Lord 1808
